based on one driver per trip with overnights where needed.  Second driver will increase cost 
of trips. 

 Cancellation with less than 24 hours notice are assessed $150 per bus fee, plus deadhead 
miles if bus has already left the lot 

 No guarantee of coach availability for trips which we are given less than 10 days notice to set 
up, coaches in this instance will be assigned only if available. 

 Rates are base on hours or mileage, whichever of the two is greater
